Do not touch bulb 
when fixture is turned on or look directly at lit bulb.

TO ASSEMBLE:
1. Carefully remove all parts from the box and remove all 

plastic covering.					   
2. Turn OFF power to the junction box where the wall 

sconce will be installed.					   
3. Connect Mounting Plate (A) to the hot junction box with 

Junction Box Mounting Screws (E).
4. Use the Plastic Wire Connector (B) to connect the 

sconce wires to the junction box wires. Wrap the ground 
wire around the Ground Screw (C).	

5. Connect the Wall Sconce Base (F) to the Mounting Plate 
(A) using the Back Plate Mounting Screws (D) and Nuts 
(G).

6. Put the shade on, and tighten it on the Socket (H) with 
the Shade Washer (J)

7. Insert Bulb (K) into Socket (H) and secure. 
8. Installation is complete.	 				  

CARE INSTRUCTIONS:
Do not use polishes or cleaners on your sconce. Wipe 
clean with a soft cloth.
