completely assembled, return to each bolt and tighten. Use wax or soap on all bolts to facilitate assembly

DO NOT place items with a string around a child's neck, such as
hood strings or pacifier cords. DO NOT suspend strings over over a crib or attach strings to toys.
To help prevent strangulation tighten all fasteners. A child can trap parts of the body or clothing on
loose fasteners.

DO NOT place crib near window where cords from blinds or drapes may strangle a child.

Fall Hazard:

When a child is able to pull to a standing position, set mattress to lowest position and remove
bumper pads, large toys and other objects that could serve as steps for climbing out.

When child is able to climb out or reaches the height of 35 in (89 cm), the crib shall no longer be
used, and the child should be placed in a youth or regular bed.

Check this product for damaged hardware, loose joints, missing parts or sharp edges before and
after assembly and frequently during use. DO NOT use crib if any parts are missing, damaged or
broken. Contact customer service at 1-800-762-1751 for replacement parts and instructional
literature if needed. DO NOT substitute parts.

DO NOT use a water mattress with this crib.

If refinishing, use a non-toxic finish specified for children’s products.

If guardrails are used as the mattress containment means,
guardrail(s) provided must be used to avoid the formation of a
gap between the matiress and the bed that could cause an
entrapment.

DO NOT place bed near windows where cords from blinds or
drapes may strangle a child.

DO NOT place items with a string , cord, or ribbon around a child’s
neck, such as hood strings or pacifier cords.

DO NOT suspend strings over a toddler bed for any pacifier cords.
A child using the toddler or day bed shall be at least 15 months of
age and shall not weigh more than 50Ibs (22.7kgs).

STEP# 1.1:

Align the locator pins on the end of the
storage to the corresponding holes in the
end panel, insert the end panel into the
storage. See Detail A.

STEP#1.2:

Attach the end panel to the storage by
using Allen bolts (AA) with the lock washers
and plain washers. See Detail B.

STEP#1.3:
Repeat above procedure to attach the
other end panel to the storage.

STEP #2
MATTRESS SUPPORT ASSEMBLY

STEP #2.1:

Aftach the support arms to the mattress support,
using Allen bolts (BB} with lock washers and plain
washers. See Detail C.

STEP #2.2:

Hang the mattress support on both end panels by
using Allen bolts (BB), lock washers and plain
washers, as per illustration in Detail D.

WARNING:

Set the mattress support to the desired height by
adjusting the support arms. The mattress support
should be at its highest setting for newborns, then
adjusted to the lower positions as the child grows
and becomes mobile. Once the child is able to
stand, the mattress support should be at its lowest
position.

STEP #3
SIDE RAIL ASSEMBLY

On both ends of the side rail are holes for
the bolt to pass through, which correspond
to the holes on the posts for both end
panels with pre-installed nuts. Attach the
side rail to the end panels by using Allen
bolts (CC) with lock washers and plain
washers. See Detail E.

After assembly, re-tighten all bolts for a snug
fit. DO NOT OVER TIGHTEN.

STEP #4
HIDE UNUSED HOLES

When the mattress support is in middle or lowest setting, unused holes can hurt your child's fingers. Use Allen bolts
(DD) provided to hide these holes. See illustration in Detail F.
