1.  Carefully remove all parts from the box and remove all plastic covering.
     
2.  Turn OFF power to the junction box where the lamp will be installed. 

3.  Connect the hot wire to the hot junction box wire (usually black or smooth) with a plastic
     wire connector (b) and wrap the connection with electrical tape. Connect the neutral wire 
     to the neutral junction box wire (usually white or ribbed) with a plastic wire connector (b)
     and wrap the connection with electrical  tape.

4.  Attach the ground wire from the fixture to the ground junction box wire from the outlet
     box (usually green or bare wire). Or wrap the ground wire  around the green ground 
     screw (a).

5.  Attach Mounting plate (A) to the outlet box using the Mounting screws (c) and tighten.

6.  Attach the Canopy (B) to the Mounting plate (A) using the Ring (C) and tighten .

7.  Put the sleeve (d) on the socket (D) and insert (4) 40-watt Type B bulbs (e).

8. Restore power to the junction box and test fixture.

9. Installation is complete.

Do not use polishes or cleaners on your lamp.
