This fixture has been rated for up to (1) 60-watt maximum TYPE A standard
bulb or 13 W CFL bulb.

TOASSEMBLE:

Carefully remove all parts from the box and remove all plastic covering.
Insert Harp (C) into the saddle (B)

Insert CFL bulb into threaded socket.

Remove the finial (E) by unscrewing in counter clockwise direction.

Place the shade (sold separately) on finial plate (D).
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Reattach the finial (E) and tighten to secure the shade by screwing in
clockwise direction.
Plug into proper electrical outlet and test fixture.
