CARE AND CLEANING

DO NOT scratch or chip the finish. DO NOT use abrasive chemicals for cleaning. Clean
with mild soap on soft rag. Rinse and dry thoroughly. If the crib is to be stored, store in
a cool dry place and carefully package all original hardware to protect from loss.

TOOLS AND INSTALLATION

Tools Necessary: Allen Key (included).
Flathead Screwdriver (not included).
Phillips Screwdriver (not included).
Note: It may be easier to assemble product with two people.
NOTE: When inserting bolts, turn clockwise until tight. Then loosen 1/2-3/4 of a turn.
After crib is completely assembled, return to each bolt and tighten. Use wax or soap on
all bolts to facilitate assembly.
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IMPORTANT SAFETY INFORMATION FOR CRIBS

@ To help prevent strangulation tighten all fasteners. A child can trap parts of the
body or clothing on loose fasteners.

® When child is able to pull to a standing position, set mattress to lowest position
and remove bumper pads, large toys and other objects that could serve as steps for
climbing out.

@ The mattress intended for use on the bed shall be a full-size crib mattress having
minimum dimensions of 51-5/8 inches (1310mm) in length ,27-1/4 inches (690mm)
in width and 4 inches (100 mm) in thickness, not exceeding 6 inches (152 mm) in
thickness.

e If guardrails are used as the mattress containment means, guardrail(s) provided
must be used to avoid the formation of a gap between the mattress and the bed
that could cause an entrapment.

e DO NOT place bed near windows where cords from blinds or drapes may
strangle a child.

e DO NOT place items with a string , cord, or ribbon around a child's neck, such as
hood strings or pacifier cords.

® DO NOT suspend strings over a toddler bed for any pacifier cords.

Loosen all tightened bolts from near &
far Side frames. Spread front of crib
open enough to get toddler rail hooks
between crib side frames. Assemble
toddler rails to side frame on far end
by hooking into provided slots while
aligning stretcher bar. Assemble
toddler rails to side frame on near end
by hooking into provided slots while
aligning stretcher bar, retighten all
bolts to snug fit.

Stretcher bar
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If necessary, using a thick magazine
or book to protect the side rail,
hammer the hook-rail with a mallet or
hammer until tight. Repeat the
procedure with the other rail. The
headboard panel (A)will now stand on
it's own with the rails supporting it.
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
