1.   Attach one of the metal bracket near the top back edge 
     of the furniture piece by inserting the shorter screws. 
2.  Determine the final position of the furniture piece. Mark 
      location on the wall approximately 2" below the bracket 
      mounted to the back of the furniture. 
3.  Drill a starter hole into the wall stud. If wall stud is not 
      available, drill a hole into the wall and insert plastic 
      anchor. Gently tap the anchor until the flange of the 
      anchor is flush with the wall.
4.   Attach the second bracket by inserting the longer screw 
      through the bracket and into the wall. 
5.   Attach one of the cap nuts to one end of the metal cable 
      and secure hand tight. Slide the open end of the metal 
      cable though the hole in the bracket located on the back 
      of the furniture.
6.  Place the furniture so the bracket on the back edge is in 
      line with the bracket in the wall. ( NOTE: May need to 
      move the bracket on furniture to left or right horizontally 
      to make it close enough to wall stud.)
7.   Slide the open end of the metal cable through the bracket 
      on the wall and secure hand tight with a cap nut.
8.  Check to make sure the metal cable is securely laced and 
      locked to the brackets. 
9.  Carefully position the furniture against the wall in it’s final 
      position.
10. The adjustable levelers should be used when the object 
       is placed on an uneven floor.

W A R N I N G :

C A R E  I N S T R U C T I O N S :

1.    Dust often using a clean, soft, dry lint-free cloth. 
2.   Blot spills immediately, and wipe with a clean, damp cloth.
3.   We do not recommend the use of chemical cleansers, abrasives, or furniture polish on our lacquered finish.
